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1. Find an ad with fine print. What differences do you see in what the large print 

says vs. the fine print?  

2. Research at local credit union and bank fees. Which financial institution would you 

choose and why? 
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1. Find a sale at a store (online or in person). What’s advertised? How are the 

claims deceptive? (limited stock/sizes, not a significant discount) Be careful 

using price-tracking apps they may not show the full pricing history.  

2. Look at a SPAM email or text. How can you tell it’s SPAM?  

3. Pick a credit union or bank and research how to report fraud and dispute a 

charge. 

4. Find the terms of a rent-to-own item (TV, couch, etc.) and calculate the total 

cost of the item. Compare that vs. paying for the item outright.  
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1. Help create the grocery list (online or in person).
